SCOPE OF WORK

General Terms & Conditions HYTR Hyderabad Region
1. All works entrusted to the Tender are to be executed in a workman like manner and is accordance with the standard specification. The material to be used in execution of works should be as per specification given in WORK SCOPE / BOQ or best of the several kinds procurable in the market, and in all cases is to be subject to the approval of committees.

2. The tender’s documents may be received from the Assistant Manager Procurement-III South PTCL, CTO compound, Fatima Jinnah Road Hyderabad from 14-11-2020 to 18-11-2020 on cost of Rs.500/=. Bids may be submitted at the office of Senior Manager Procurement South-II at PTCL Hyderabad till on dated 24-11-2020 till 12:00 hours.
3. Site visit will be arranged. Vendor must visit the site to actually know the scope of work and other relevant physical conditions. 

4. The vendor shall deposit PKR 2% of total bid value along with the Tender, as earnest money in shape of CDR in the favor of PTCL OTR Hyderabad MCA @ UBL Hyderabad. The earnest money / CDR should be put in the envelope of commercial offer and proof of the same be provided with technical offer.

5. Bid should be neatly written in with permanent ink. (02) Two copies of bids are required i.e. one copy should be without rates along with compliance statement duly signed. (Technical Offer) and other copy bearing rates (Commercial Offer) should be separately sealed. Bids written with pencil and bearing cuttings / 
overwriting will not be accepted. The copy without rates should be marked as technical offer (The proof of earnest money / CDR should be included in this envelope) and on cover of other sealed copy containing rates should be clearly written as commercial offer. Both i.e. technical and commercial envelops should be put in third sealed envelopes. Each and every page of the bid documents should be signed and stamped by the bidder.

6. The bid shall be accompanied by copies, properly authenticated, of the original documents defining the constitution of company, power of attorney and other related documents, and the bid submitted by a partnership deed or other documents , so as to show by what person or in what manner the contract shall be entered into by or on behalf of the Company, partnership Firm, and what persons are directly responsible for the due execution of the contract, and who can give valid receipt on behalf of the company, Partnership or Firm.

All documents accompanying the tender shall be written in English language. In 
addition to those listed herein before, the following shall also be considered as documents within the meaning of this clause.

The company is not bound to pay any difference of depreciation or interest on security deposit.

The successful bidders shall make necessary arrangements for removing of rejected Material, Garbage & Debris etc. during or after the execution of work at his own cost.

The Supervisor of work may determine this arrangement at his option, if satisfactory progress is not made or found any error/default/delay/utilization of substandard material on the part of the contractor during execution or after completion of work, the Supervisor could be ordered to remove the same and have it replaced deducting the value of the work rejected or material removed or the cost of replacing the same as he may think proper, from any amount due, or that may become due to the party entering into contract.

13.
The material supplied to be used by the contractor and the work while in progress shall, at all times, be open for inspection and the material shall not be removed from the site of the work without the permission of the officer/in- charge/Supervisor of the building.

14.
The Contractor is responsible to make security arrangement for loss/damage of the material collected/dumped by him at the side.

15.
The contractor is liable to carry out additional works or repairs, which have not been provided in BOQ but ordered by Authority or his representative during the running of work, prior permission in this respect will be essential in this respect on the rate agreed by both parties.

DEDUCTION:     1) The deduction @ 0.5% of total amount will be made if         
   completion of work is delayed for 7 days from the target       

   date whereas 1% will be recovered if work delayed for 2  

   weeks.

                            2) Rs.5000/- per day will be recovered if the work delay is  

   beyond 2 weeks.

                            3) The earnest money will be forfeited if contractor leaves  

   the work incomplete. (No deduction will be imposed if  

   delay accord due to administrative reasons of PTCL.)

The successful Contractors will provide the schedule for completion of work. 

17.
Completion time of the work will be defined in Purchase Order / 30 days (each site) from the date of issuance of purchase order.

18.
The successful contractor is not allowed to sublet the Contract in any circumstances, the contract will be cancelled with forfeited the deposit amount if found guilty of this clause. 

19.
During the currency of agreement, if the Contractor who was awarded the work fails to execute the work within stipulated time or refuses or uses delaying tactics in carrying out the work awarded to him on the basis of accepted rates or tries to postpone the work, his Security would be forfeited and the work would be got executed through other contractor at the risk and cost and the difference of costs as a result thereof on such execution of work should be adjusted from the forfeited security and also from other payable amount. Further action will also be initiated by the Employer to blacklist the contractor.

20.
The Senior Manager (Procurement) South-II PTCL Hyderabad will have full authority to call quotations from open market for non-schedule items of work or any other works for which the Company does not accept tenders.

21. 
The Senior Manager (Procurement) South-II PTCL Hyderabad at his discretion may include or exclude any item, area or buildings.

22.
Quoted rates should include all admissible taxes. The income tax deduction will be made as privilege rule of tax authority or any other taxes as notified by the Government of Pakistan. As required under rule the Company will submit statement to the Income Tax Department showing details of bill paid and the tax recovered. Supply items should be including GST 17 % and SST 13%.
23.
The Company will not be responsible to supply cement, or any other materials to the Contractor.

24.
Arrangement of water, electric connection etc. at the site will be responsibility of the Contractor however logistic support will be provided by PTCL.
25.
The Company will not be responsible for any claim in case of enhancement in price of any materials during the execution of works or till completion of works.

26.
The successful contractor is responsible for consequences if the contractor’s deputed labour, which shall always be remain under contractor’s direct supervision is found involved in any illegal activities being the employer, the welfare under the labor law is also not responsibility of Company.

27.
The Contractor will be responsible for payment of any compensation to his/their   workers for injuries caused to the workmen if there is any under the workmen compensation Act and any other labour laws.

28.
In case of any dispute between the contractor and PTCL in connection with the Execution of work/ Items, the Senior Manager (Procurement) South-II PTCL Hyderabad will hear both the parties and will forward the case along with his recommendation to the worthy General Manager (Finance) BZS Karachi. The General Manager (Finance) BZS, Karachi will be the final authority to decide the case and his decision will not be challenge-able in any court of law.

29.
Bid Price / Bid must be valid for three years and financial review will be conducted every year with inflation of increase/decrease.

PTCL reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to annul the bidding process at any time. The decision of Company is final and cannot be challenged.
